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General Funding Information 
C.A.S.T. funding comes from a wide variety of sources including revenues from paid performances and  presentations, corporate sponsors, philanthropic foundations, and generous individual donors all of whom care about the health and safety of young people in our community.

Preparation for the C.A.S.T. program includes cast rehearsals, in-depth life skills training, alcohol and other drug education for cast members, cast recovery support, administration for each performance, maintaining up to date educational materials for the performance site, and personalized preparation for each site.  C.A.S.T. functions as a professional acting company and cast members are paid for rehearsals and performances.

· 30-45 minute performance followed by a 45 minute question and answer period with cast and artistic director

· C.A.S.T. is available whenever possible to meet with young people after the program, to go to specific classrooms, or to have a meal with a group of young people in order to continue the dialogue resulting from the program

C.A.S.T. Video Presentation w/Discussion 
In 2007, members of C.A.S.T. created a documentary video, To Be or Not To Be, which examines the possibility of a Drug Free Community. This 30 minute DVD offers a candid look at a community struggling with the issues of youth substance abuse. Interviews with community leaders, educators, policy makers, treatment providers, and youth and family provide multiple points of view, all of which suggest it’s time to pull together. The video was first presented in 2007 at the Joint Meeting on Adolescent Treatment Effectiveness and has made several state wide debuts since.

C.A.S.T. members undergo training that prepares them not only for creative expression, but for public speaking and advocacy. Many C.A.S.T. members serve as youth advisors in the area of prevention and education and have appeared as panel members, presenting at local and national conferences. Special Information for Donors
C.A.S.T. productions are a community effort.  Funding comes from a wide variety of sources including performance revenues, corporate sponsors, philanthropic foundations, and generous individual donors, all of whom care about the health and safety of young people in our community.  

The costs associated with the C.A.S.T. production includes an in depth, eight-week training process wherein the script is developed, and cast members acquire the skill necessary to address the questions and concerns of their audience members.  Additional costs include staffing, administrative costs, educational materials for the schools, and personalized preparation for each school.   C.A.S.T. members are on contract for one year and paid for their time.

Total annual performance fees cover only 20% – 25% of the total the C.A.S.T. budget.  Our total costs per show range from $2800-3600, therefore C.A.S.T. relies heavily on other forms of financial support. 

All proceeds from donors will support the foundational costs of the C.A.S.T. program.  If a donor wishes to direct their contribution to support the C.A.S.T. performances at particular schools, community centers, or regions, C.A.S.T. will be happy to work together with the donor to create an agreement that will be verified in writing outlining what will be covered as the basis for the donation. 

While all donations will be gratefully accepted, and all requests for shows will be met if at all possible, it is our hope that donors will consider the actual cost per performance as a basis for their donations and requests for performances.
